REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS 
 

  If your child is not already registered in  at least 
one of  our  programs, be sure to bring the required 
documents when you come to sign up for your first SKIES 
class.  
 
1. Latest copy of LES and/or pay stub to calculate total family  income.   

2.Dates of your child’s immunization record. 

3.Your health insurance card, physicians name, phone #, and address 

and you hospital preference in the event of an             

emergency.   

4. 3 emergency release contacts, their addresses and phone numbers 

(someone other than sponsor and spouse). 

5. Sponsor & spouse phone #’s for work, cell, and home, address and 

e-mail addresses (if applicable).  
6.  Health Assessment, only if you are signing your child up for a sport
